Family Tree Project

Together we will map out Otto Peltonen’s family tree from himself and his siblings to his parents to his grandparents on both his father’s and his mother’s side.  Try to pay attention to the information in the book, and we will then fill in birth and death dates also.

You will then make your own family tree on a poster board.  You must include your siblings (to include half and step), your parents (to include step), and your grandparents of your biological father and mother.  You must list their dates of birth and death also.

You must also include your parents and grandparents nationalities.

If you choose to include more on your map such as aunts and uncles, cousins, or nieces and nephews, you may do so for extra credit.  However, your “tree” must be balanced.  In other words, if you do something on one side of your family, you must do the same on the other side.  You only need to go as far as your grandparents, but you can go back to great grandparents, and great great grandparents if you’d like.  Keep in mind, balance.

I will show you two different formats that you may choose from.

You will present your project in class (we will discuss this further), and your posters will be on display, so do your best work.

Be creative.  You can include things of interest to your family or things that are important to you.  Have fun with this.  It’s all about you.
