Map Quiz

The following map has some of the major points along the Peltonen’s journey to America.  Using this map and going back into the novel, plot their route by following these directions specifically.

1. With a colored pencil, draw a dashed line ------- to show the train route that represents the first part of their journey.

2. With a different colored pencil, draw a solid line to show the route of the SS Urania.

3. With a third different colored pencil, draw a solid line to show the route of the second ship, or the ocean liner, that the Peltonen’s took.  The book does not say if they took the northern or southern route, so assume the northern route and draw that.

4. With an fourth different colored pencil, draw a solid line to show the route of the last ship the characters took on their journey.

5. With a fifth different colored pencil, draw a dashed line ------- to show the train route that represents the final part of the family’s journey to their home in America.

In the bottom left hand corner of the map, add to the key or legend to indicate the above information.

In the top right hand corner of the map, put the total number of days that the Peltonen family actually traveled.  Circle the number.
